
Andrew De La Rosa is a practising English barrister and has held dual English/US qualifications since 1981. A graduate
of the University of Chicago Law School and a former Inner Temple scholar, he practises from London and has law offices
in Chicago.

Andrew has a depth of experience as an advocate in commercial chancery and the traditional equity jurisdiction, one
which extends across several national legal systems. The Chambers & Partners Guide to the UK Legal Profession
has described him as a “great advocate and terrific strategist”. The 2007 edition notes that solicitor clients say he is “a
great tactician and doesn’t make a case out of nothing – he always looks at the bigger picture”.

For several years Andrew has been recognised as a leading specialist in the law relating to professional partnerships and
other fiduciary relationships. His litigation and advisory work has a large international element and includes domestic and
offshore trust, estate and probate disputes, professional negligence and company and commercial law. He has acted in
cases concerning the laws of all the major Commonwealth jurisdictions, American federal and state laws, the Shari’a law
of succession and trusts and other forced heirship systems.

He has also acted as a consultant and written and spoken on a variety of subjects relating to fiduciaries, succession and
the offshore financial industry, most recently the powers and duties of trustees and personal representatives and cross-
border succession disputes, the terms on which professional partnerships are constituted, the application of the European
Union Savings Directive in offshore financial centres and the expansion of the offshore world beyond the traditional tax
havens.

He has appeared in a substantial number of reported cases in his fields of practice, notably including a range of
partnership, succession, trust and company law decisions such as Kane v Radley-Kane (the self-dealing rule), Mullins v
Laughton (repudiation of partnership agreements), Browell v Goodyear (valuation of partnership work in progress), Re
Segelman (rectification of wills), Ghafoor v Cliff (revocation of ad colligenda bona grants) and all three of the English Al-
Bassam decisions.
