
David Ainger's practice is principally of a general chancery kind, both advisory and in court. In addition to work in real property,
professional negligence, fraud, partnership, trusts (including charities), pensions, probate, local government, water, waterways and
highways, ecclesiastical law, commons, and the construction and application of statutes, he has conducted litigation in Hong Kong and
the Isle of man and advised on Chancery matters in other jurisdictions.

He has been one of the Conveyancing Counsel of the Supreme Court since November 1991.
