
Jonathan Gavaghan was called to the Bar in 1992 having studied law at Oxford University where he obtained a first class degree.
Top of his year in Land Law, he subsequently obtained a BCL and returned to Worcester College as a visiting tutor in constitutional law.

He was an Eastham and Hardwick Scholar of Lincoln's Inn and the holder of an Inns of Court Studentship.

The Legal 500 2007/8 recommends him as follows: “intelligent, and courteous, the well-regarded junior ‘has a first-class mind, and is
shrewd and careful.

He is a former Chairman of the Young Bar and has
served two terms as an elected member of the Bar Council sitting on various committees including the Professional Complaints and
Conduct Committee, Professional Standards Committee and General Management Committee.
